WORKLOAD AND CREDITS

Semester of 13-weeks, from 12 to 24 class hours per week

 The choice of 3 to 5 courses corresponding to 

18 to 30 ECTS credits (9 to 15 US credits). 

 Each subject course carries 6 ECTS credits (3 US 

credits) and is taught for 4 academic hours per week 

plus homework. Delivered through lectures and 

seminar sessions for which home reading is assigned, 

each course involves submitting one or two essays.

 Russian language is taught for 8 hours per week 

in groups corresponding to proficiency level. 

The course carries 12 ECTS credits (6 US credits).
