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How does your internship work? 
Before and upon arrival you will receive assistance, guidelines and resources so as to help you prepare yourself for the 

placement.

You will help develop a sense of authenticity 

in the classroom by bringing living aspects of your culture in the manner of workshops and projects, and you will 

work co-operatively with qualified teachers who will guide and supervise your work.

o CII does not accept letters of recommendation from family members, friends, neighbours, or similar sources. 

o References should be  provided with the application so please arrange to obtain them before you submit forms

3. Admission

• Application processing usually takes a week, after which we will contact you to provide feedback. If you qualify 
for the programme, we will schedule an on-line admission interview.  

 

• You will be notified of our decision regarding your participation in the programme within three working days 
following the interview 

 

• Upon acceptance into the programme, you will receive instructions regarding fees.  
 

4. Placement 
 

• Once you have complied with all the requirements CII will begin the search for an appropriate internship by 

matching your profile with suitable schools. 

• You  will start your 60-hour online TEFL (exception: participants already holding a valid  TEFL certificate with a 

minimum of 60 hours) and make insurance and flight arrangements.  

• Most placement details are sent 30 days before programme start date so as to allow contact with your 

supervisor and host family. In the case of placements finalised during our summer months these details may not 

be available until later. 

• CII manages a wide network of schools across the country and only accepts the number of applicants for whom 

there are openings.
